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Peep-trained practitioners can use the Peep Learning Together Programme to help parents/ carers to:
· enhance the quality of the home learning environment, by valuing and extending everyday learning opportunities, which contributes to school readiness,
· develop secure attachment relationships with their babies and children,

The Programme can be delivered flexibly by trained practitioners: 
· in groups - targeted or universal
· one-to-one - in the home or other outreach
· in schools or child care settings
· in drop-ins sessions

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Learning Together Programme Training (2-day)    
The training equips practitioners from any professional background to:
· deliver the Learning Together Programme to parents and children together,
· create their own Peep courses (by selecting from the Programme session plans and handouts),
· nurture the skills for working in partnership with parents, and building on what they already do.
 
Training includes online access to the Learning Together Programme - 74 topics to choose from, with child development info, adaptable session plans and parent handouts.
